Value:  The element of art that describes the darkness or lightness of an object.

Tint:  A light value made by mixing white with a color. 

Shade: A dark value made by mixing black with a color

Chiaroscuro:  The use of light and dark values to give the illusion of form. 

Shadows:  Shaded areas in a drawing or painting.

Contrast: Technique for creating a focal point by using differences in elements.

Value Scale: A diagram that shows the gradual change in value from its lightest value, white, to is darkest value, black.  

Stippling: Technique of shading using dots.

Crosshatching: Technique of using crossed lines for shading
